P.S. Mr. Barnett,

I will take a further moment to comment on the various enclosures associated with this letter.

You have REPEATEDLY FAILED to respond to us in a timely fashion, as already referenced at the top of this letter, our last communication was directed to you on 12-12-2205 to which we have had NO REPLY from you. 

Stepping back further into this matter, when we wrote to you on February 13th of 2005, it took you a month to respond to Mr. Eric Hanson (that is not timely…).
In conclusion, and in my humble opinion, my father is in Jail for 12 years as a result of your inept defense of him. I do not have time to go into all the various detail of the trial, but the fact that he was in a comatose state during most of it should have been reason enough to re-set the trial. I could bring up other points; one that glaringly comes to mind and points to your lack of professionalism is the occasion wherein you returned our phone call, and my husband answered the phone. You used every four letter word, and fouled mouthed adjective that my husband had ever heard of… Would you have spoken to me in the same fashion – or does speaking with another male individual somehow lift the curtain of polite dialogue and language? 
Your failure to respond to our letters (and Faxing of letters) in any sort of a timely fashion further points to your less then good faith efforts relating to this entire matter…

In conclusion, I am the mother of four children, I have a life, and it goes on in spite of the fact that my father is in Jail, and the reality associated with this fact is that I cannot spend every waking moment trying to assist him. As such, multiple months have passed after I have written each letter to you, not due to lack of interest on my part, but simply due to the daily routine of life. 

This letter is long overdue, and you can now hold yourself accountable to the Oregon State Bar for your failures…
